Our new well is up and running.  There is still some electronic work to be done to set the 2 pumps (well #2 and well #3) up on an automatic system. But for now we are able to turn the new pump on manually and fill our reservoir.  It is already making a noticeable improvement.  We have had to temporarily increase the amount of chlorine going into the  system because of the new source of water but that will go back down to the normal level soon.  Please continue to follow the watering schedule for awhile yet.  We need to be sure we are going to have enough water before we increase the watering schedule.  
We have a few other notes of interest for those of you who may not be aware.  Our water system manager is a state certified “Water Distribution Specialist”.  He has been working very hard to get our system in compliance with the State Department of Health regulations, not to mention the countless hours he spends running back and forth to the reservoir to make sure we have enough water and monitoring all the work done by the contractors.   Until our recent low pressure problems we were in perfect compliance with the state.  We have tested the water for everything the state required and all samples have shown the water to be acceptable.  As we mentioned before we are routinely checking for leaks and fixing them as they arise.  We have a maintenance agreement with Jim Whipple of Beaver Creek Well Services to quarterly check and service our pumps and chlorinator and make sure the system is in top running order.  
Our next board meeting is August 14th at 7:00 p.m. at the Electric Coop.  Please feel free to attend.  The agenda will be posted on the website in the next few days.  The minutes from our last meeting will be posted after they are read and approved at the August 14th meeting.
