2007 ANNUAL MEETING

JUNE 16, 2007
Vice President Doug Curtiss called the meeting to order @ 7:15 pm at the Winthrop Barn.

The minutes from the June 10, 2006 annual meeting were read-Ron Perrow made a motion to accept minutes as written, Dick Garing seconded-motion passed.

Debra Hofmann gave the treasurers report-treasurers report was accepted and is attached to theses minutes. Also attached is a 2 yr profit and loss statement. Open discussion.
Regarding delinquent dues and/or liens, all agreed that they would like to be notified when a lien has been filed. Motion was made be Dottie, John 2nd-motion passed.

Water update…Dick Garing-water manager, reported that the Dept of Health is requiring us to chlorinate the water system. We are currently a “yellow” status and have through the end of July, ’07 to comply. We have had 7-8 months of clean water tests.
There are some repairs and upgrades needed to the water system, a new pump for the 2nd well and a 2nd reservoir. The existing reservoir has a small crack that will need to be dealt with at some time.

Dick asked that property owners mark their water meters. Some property owners still need to install backflow preventers and water meters. John Price stated that we should not wait to install the preventers. Open discussion.

CC&R changes…

The secretary summarized the changes to the CC&R’s. Open discussion.

Jackie and Paul Smith stated they would like any changes to the CC&R’s to be ratified by a majority vote by the membership, including proxy vote. See attached.

Rita Baeyen stated that a way to make folks show up and or vote is to penalize them $50 if they don’t vote or show up to the annual meeting. Most agreed that a quorum is favored over the board making changes.

Website…It’s in the first stages. Jan Erickson has checked pricing, currently $18 mo. All agreed that a website is a great idea to have to access information.

Roads…John Price gave the road update. Main message, please slow down. 20mph road signs requested. Also requested was that we talk to Cascade Concrete regarding the plowing berm in front of driveways and dust abatement. 
Snow plowing… Debra Hofmann stated that this years cost was $10k less than last year. Park & Aspen Lane needs to be graded next time it is done.

New business…

Website…good idea to access information and that we might want to hire someone to manage it.
Water…chlorinating, new reservoir and pump.   

Forest Management…Pete Soderquist spoke about fire prevention around homes and said he was available to anyone with questions or concerns. Handed out fire management pamphlets.
Proposed 2007 budget…biggest concern, re-establish “a rainy day account”. Most agreed to increase the dues to re-establish a reserve account. All agreed that a property manager is needed and there was an advisory motion to the board to hire a property manager.

It was requested that the agenda be sent out prior to the annual meeting.

Sara requested the minutes to be mailed out.

Election of officers-it was assumed there were not enough members present for a quorum, so no election was held.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:30pm.
