SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

September 8, 2007

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 5:00pm at the O.C.E.CO-Op.

The special meeting was called to address 2 items…the election of the board and to ratify CC&R’s to charge all lot owners the yearly maintenance fee.

Keith Olmstead made a motion to accept the slate of officers that were up for election; Jan Erickson- president, Paul Smith-Vice President, Debra Hofmann-Treasurer, Carol K Johnson-Secretary, Ron Perrow-Director, Dave Christensen-Director and John Price-Director. Joy Olmstead 2nd the motion, none opposed, motion passed.

Maintenance fees…A motion was made to ratify the CC&R’s by John Price, 2nd by Bob Wilson, President Jan opened the floor for discussion.

Members noted that it was difficult to make a decision not knowing the history on maintenance fees.
Ron Perrow, representing the Perrow Family Trust, explained that it was an elemant of fairness and it was not fair that they pay a maintenance fee. Their owning the lots causes no wear and tear on the roads. The Articles of Incorporation (from here on referred to as the A of I) are the foundation and state the developer shall not pay maintenance fees. The Bylaws do not comply with the A of I. The A of I can be changed with a vote of 80% of the members at the annual meeting.
The lots are in a trust and that makes it a difficult situation to sell them. He was asked when they will be sold and his reply was not until his step-mother passes away. Then the 11 lots will be divided among the 3 members of the trust. He said that he wouldn’t have a problem paying if it was for an improvement. 

He also stated that he did pay a portion of the special assessment for the water fill line but only because he was “browbeat” into doing it by the Board.

Jan pointed out that the A of I name a different “Developer” than what is currently named in the Bylaws. In all the previous meeting minutes she could not find any reference that the 80% vote of the general membership needed to change the A of I had ever taken place.

Robin Price asked Ron Perrow if he was owner of the lots-he said he is the Trustee and he is part of the trust.

Joe Hall asked Ron when the Trust is dissolved, if he no longer is the “developer” he answered “YES”. He would be an individual lot owner.
After the discussion a vote was taken regarding the ratification of the CC&R’s including proxy votes…22 for and 27 against. CC&R’s stand as is.  

With there being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 6:10pm.
