Dear Property Owners,

Our water system continues to suffer from outages and low pressure for users at the edge of the system. The board, and Property Manager, Pete Soderquist have been scrambling to find immediate solutions to the crisis, while working to implement long term solutions for increasing supply and storage. 
At a special meeting on July 3rd, the board met to implement a schedule so that outside watering doesn't occur at the expense of the basic domestic water needs at the extremities of the system.  In the end, the schedule agreed upon was to split watering up by subdivision. The schedule allows one weekend watering day for all users. 
· Zone 1: Green Meadows – Wed. Fri. Sun.

· Zone 2: Cottonwood Meadows – Tues, Thurs. Sat.

· Virginia Hills is divided as follows:

· Zone 1: Johnson, Maurer, Grimstead, Nova, Adams

· Zone 2:  Garing, Kirkley, Craig, Janikowsky, Elstad

· Monday is a no watering day for everyone.

· Watering is limited to 15 minutes max per hose placement or sprinkler zone and no more than 2:30 zone/hours total per property on a scheduled watering day.  
· Please don’t water between the hours of 10 AM and 7 PM.  Those with timers are encouraged to set them for the very early or very late hours.

· There should be no watering during and after a power outage

· Watering means anything: lawns, plants and gardens.  If anyone needs an exception, it would need to come from the board.
The board has been working diligently to address this ongoing problem and intends that these short-term measures along with overall conservation efforts will insure that all members’ basic water needs are met while we continue to implement long-term improvements in supply and storage of the resource.  The new well should be completed and functioning within the next month.  We continue to look for leaks and ask all property owners to do the same on your lot.  Please notify us if you suspect a leak.  The boil water advisory will remain in affect until the Dept of Health removes it.  We will notify you when that occurs.   Thank you for your cooperation!
