Methow Valley Cost-Share Incentive Program.

“This program which will be administered by the Methow Forest Owner’s Cooperative will provide 50% cost-sharing to assist eligible property owners with needed fuels reduction and forest health improvements in 2—0-08.  

This program is intended to reduce the risk of wildfire damage to homes and resources on public and private lands, and has been developed in cooperation with the Methow Community Fire Plan Coordinating Group to focus on areas identified as high priority. Property owners in the areas of Gold Creek, Libby Creek, Twisp River, Wolf Creek and Mazama are eligible to receive cost sharing through the 2007-08 program. 

Cost-share funds may be used for such activities as thinning, pruning, piling slash, and chipping. Eligible landowners who have signed a CSIP Work Plan will have the option of completing the work themselves, working with a contractor from the Co-op’s roster, or hiring their own contractor.”
