Articles of Incorporation:

Article VII:

Passed

Shall read:  

In the event of final dissolution of this Association, any funds or assts remaining after payment of all debts and obligation of the Association shall be paid to the members.

Article IX:

Passed

Shall read:

A Board of Directors consisting of seven (7) members shall manage affairs of this Association.  The members of the Association shall elect members of the Board of Directors annually.  The officers of the Association shall be a President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  The manner of election or appointment, removal, terms of office, qualifications, powers, rights, and duties of the Board of Directors and officers shall be a set forth in the Bylaws of this Association.

Article XIV:

Passed

Shall read:

Each member who assessments levied by the Association are fully current and paid shall be entitled to one (1) vote for each lot owned in said subdivision, however joint ownership shall not entitle members to more votes than if each lot was owned by a single member.

Article XV:

Failed

The wording will not change:

 Provided that costs for maintenance of each plat will be kept separate and owners of lots in each plat will be charged proportionately per plat.  At no time will existing members (that is those who are members at the time the question of costs arises) be assessed for additional costs to serve new members.  Such existing members may, however, be assessed their proportionate share of emergency repairs or unforeseen expenditures if the maintenance fund (rates charged less costs to operate the system) is insufficient to pay for such cost and for improvements for the betterment of the facilities.

Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, expenses incurred by the Association in the maintenance of its properties and in the furthering and promoting of its purposes shall be borne proportionately by all lot owners, as herein provided excluding Developer insofar as it retains title to any unsold lots within the said subdivision.

Article XVI:

Shall read:

The Articles of Incorporation may be amended upon the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the members of the Association, subject to any contrary provision of state law. 

General Clean up Amendment.

The Board of Directions is authorized to make any and all nonmaterial revisions to the Articles of Incorporation to clean up typographical and grammatical errors.

Changes to the CC&Rs



1. Passed
RESIDENTIAL BUILDING:  Buildings used for human habitation shall contain a minimum of one thousand (1,000) square feet of habitable floor area and must be completed on the exterior within eighteen (18) months from the date of the beginning of construction.  A two thousand ($2,000.00) refundable fee shall be collected by the Board of Directors to guarantee the completion of the exterior within eighteen (18) months from the date of the beginning of construction, and shall be forfeited to the WCPOA without further legal action if the building criteria are not met within the eighteen (18) month period.

2.  Passed
A NEW PROVISION-Criteria for refundable building fee to Article IV, Section 2

· The exterior of the building must be complete

· Any disturbed Association roads shall be returned to their original condition

· Temporary living quarters shall be removed

· Any port a potty shall be removed

· Construction debris shall be removed

· The building shall conform to the plans which were approved by the Association 

3.  NEW PROVISION – Speed Limit.
Passed
Speed Limit.  In order to preserve the quality of the Association roads, reduce dust, reduce the risk of injury, and out of respect for our neighbors, the speed limit within the subdivisions of Cottonwood Meadows, Green Meadows, and Virginia Hills is restricted to 15MPH and shall be posted as such.  The speed limit restriction shall apply to all those who use the Association roads, including guests and family members of the property owners.

4. New Provision – Water hook up fee
Passed

RESOLVED, that a new provision be added to read as follows:

Water Hook Up.  To offset the increased and ongoing costs of expanding and maintaining the WCPOA water system, a hook up fee of ten (10) times (10x) the annual water use fee in effect at the time of the hook up will be assessed to a lot owner for a new water hook up.  The hook up fee shall be due and payable in full prior to connecting to the community water system.
