BOARD MEETING

May 8, 2008

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 5:10pm at the Okanogan Electric Co-op.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Paul Smith, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer; Carol K Johnson, Secretary; Dave Christensen, Director; John Price, Director; Pete Soderquist, Property/Water Manager.

Jan asked if there were any additions or correction to the April 24th, 2008 minutes. There were none, minutes approved. 

Debra gave the treasurers report…

$40,818.00 in checking
Water report…

Pete said the reservoir is not filling. The water is going out as fast as it comes in. He shut the pump off down at the creek house and it seemed to solve the problem but after a couple of days, the reservoir water level started to drop. Still no real evidence of a leak anywhere. Locates are in so all is ready to go. McHugh is scheduled to start work on this Friday or Monday to help Jim Whipple with the installation of the check valve. Whipple did the well draw down and found that well #1 was not a viable well. It would be less expensive to drill a new well than to try and fix the old well. Pete was required to update the Consumer Confidence Report. It will be updated on the website and sent out with the ballots to all owners. The lead & copper sampling was completed. Another 5 set sample will be taken in September.

Pete is taking a water Loss and Leak Detection class on May 29th, ’08.

Roads…

Road work will begin after the leak/repair and check valve are installed.

CSIP estimate for work on thinning the community park is approx $800 higher than anticipated. 

Irrigation…

David John from WDF&W met with Pete at the fish screen to go over proper operating instructions. 

A letter will go out to owners who are in the process of building, a friendly reminder that their 12 month building timeframe is nearing.

John made a motion to drill a new well near old well #1 and connect it to the existing fill line. Dave 2nd the motion, none opposed-motion passed.

Jan made a motion to add additional requirements to CC&R’s,  Section IV GENERAL COVENANTS (2) regarding the refundable deposit. In order to receive the refundable deposit…
1) the exterior of the house must be complete

2) any disturbed Association roads must be put back to original condition

3) temporary living quarters must be removed

4) port-a-potty must be removed

5) construction debris must be removed

6) house must look like original submitted and approved plans

John 2nd the motion, one opposed-motion passed.
Paul made a motion to add a provision to the CC&R’s establishing speed limits…

“In order to preserve the quality of our roadways; reduce dust; reduce the risk of injury and out of respect for our neighbors, the speed limit within the subdivisions of Cottonwood Meadows, Green Meadows and Virginia Hills is restricted to 15 mph and shall be posted as such. The restriction applies to all who use association roads, including guests and family of property owners”. John 2nd the motion, none opposed-motion passed.

Paul made a motion to make an addition to the CC&R’s and a change to Section 22 of the Bylaws (Initial cost of connection right to domestic water: Will be included in the sale price of the lot.)

“Under the powers granted to the Association in the Articles, to establish a one time fee to connect to the community domestic water system:

To offset the increased and ongoing costs of expanding and maintaining the WCPOA water system, a hook-up fee of 10 times (10X) the annual water use fee in use at the time of hook-up will be due and paid in full prior to connecting to the community water system. John 2nd the motion, non opposed-motion passed.
Annual meeting…

Documents will be sent to all property owners showing the proposed changes, ballots for voting for/against changes, ballot for board election and the CCR.

With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:10pm.
