Since our Association is growing with all the new homes in recent years, the Washington State Health Department is requiring us to do some upgrades on the water system to meet code.

*WCPOA is now required to have a certified water manager. The Board has offered the position to Dick Garing who lives in Virginia Hills. This is a paid position.

*ALL property owners who have an underground irrigation system on their property must install a assessable, testable backflow preventer to their system no later than May 2007 or, before your system is turned on for the season.  You will need to send a letter stating you have this system before you can use it.  It is vital we all do this as any back flow can and eventually will suck stuff into the water system that will create problems for all properties.

*ALL property owners who do not have a water meter installed will need to have it installed no later than May 2007.

*WCPOA is in the process of applying for a grant through the state for a tree thinning program to improve forest health and reduce the threat of wildfire to our community.

Heads up info….

*There will also be a change in the billing cycle for water and maintenance charges. We currently pay for the previous water year and 6 months of the maintenance fee at the annual billing. The change will be so that we are paying for the current year for both water and maintenance charges.

Our treasurer, Debra Hofmann is currently working on the best way to make this change.

*There will also be a ‘work party” this spring/summer to clean out the irrigation ditch on the loop of Green Meadows and trim back the trees that are getting damaged from the snow plow.
