BOARD MEETING

January 15, 2008
President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 5:05pm at the Okanogan Electric Co-op.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Paul Smith, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer; Carol K Johnson, Secretary; Dave Christensen, Director; John Price, Director; and Pete Soderquist, Property/Water Manager.

The minutes from the November 8, 2007 meeting were read and approved. 

Debra gave the Treasurer’s report for 2007…

$35,660.00 Total Income

$30,331.00 Total Expenses

$  5,300.00  Net income

$33,510.00 in accounts receivable

Dave had a concern about the timeframe for payment on the billing that went out in January. All agreed that 30 days is ample time for homeowners to pay the bill or contact Debra.

Paul asked if the Treasurer is bonded and if there has ever been an outside audit done. Deb said no to both questions. It may be a requirement in HOA laws. And that needs to be investigated. Paul asked who the signers are on the account, they are the President and the Treasurer.

Water report….

Water meters…Pete checked with the state, health dept and others to see if there was a “standard” line size on meters. There is not. He purchased 5-5/8ths meters to have on hand for the homeowners who need to have meters installed this spring.

The boil water alert was removed on January 7, 2008. All samples came back clean.

The chlorinator was installed on Dec 6, 2007 but was disconnected because it was pumping too much chlorine into the reservoir. It was later determined that there was a bad check valve at the pump which was causing the problem.  

A new check valve was installed on pump #2 on Jan 3rd, 2008 and the chlorinator was connected. Pete purchased a test kit for chlorine and currently the reading is 2.0 per million. The state health dept. requires that it be a minimum of 0.3-0.5 per million. Pete is working on getting the chlorine levels down into the states suggested range.  There still needs to be monthly testing.

Pete will be taking the water managers class in Auburn, WA and the test to become a certified water manager in Wenatchee, WA on Feb 6th, 2008.

Well #1 is scheduled to have a work up in the spring to see if it is operational.

Snow plowing….

The cost of plowing through Dec 2007 is $2,900.00. Overall, everyone is satisfied with the job being done. There were a few complaints that came in during a couple of hour timeframe after the plow came through after one of the heavy snowfalls and left a large berm in peoples driveways. Those calls came in prior to the 2nd truck coming through and removing the berm.  
Carol stated the Sundance Lane was getting very narrow. The last time that Cascade came through and knocked back the snow with the heavy equipment, they did not plow Sundance Lane. Pete said he would talk to Chad at Cascade Plow.

Cost Share Incentive Program (CSIP),Federally funded thinning program….
Pete made application for parcel that are treed and owned by the Association. Those lots are VH 13, GM33. Paul sent out the information to all lot owners that have treed lots via email. The deadline was Dec 31, 2007. Pete thought that if anyone still wanted to get in on the grant that they would need to apply ASAP and could contact him if they needed help or had questions.

WDF&W sent the new maintenance agreement for the fish screen. All agreed to renew the agreement.

Perrow Trust…

Jan stated that there has been no response from the Perrows regarding the land under the reservoir or well #2.
Committee for A of I, Bylaws and CC&R’s…

Paul has put together a committee for reviewing the documents, finding inconsistencies between the docs and going over them to see if they needed to be updated in any way. They are…Paul Smith, Joe Hall, Eric Brooks, Heather Patrick, Jackie Smith and Dottie Wilson. The first meeting is Monday Jan 14th, 2008 at his home. What they find will then be brought to the Board for review. Any changes need to be ratified at the annual meeting in June.

With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 6:20pm.
