BOARD MEETING

April 24, 2008

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 5:10pm at the Okanogan Electric Co-op.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Paul Smith, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer; Carol K Johnson, Secretary; Ron Perrow, Director; Pete Soderquist, Property/Water Manager.

Jan asked if there were any additions or correction to the March 13, 2008 minutes. There were none, minutes approved. 

Debra gave the treasurers report…

$43,447.59 in checking

Road/Water reports…

Pete stated that the road work will begin after the new leak is repaired. Pete opened up discussion on Park Lane and Winding Rd. Once you pass the Garing driveway, there is only one person who uses that road and it is only a few times a year. That the road could is in good shape and could just use dust abatement. Winding Rd also does not need grading but does need dust abatement. Carol brought up that Sundance Lane is in good condition once you pass the Toole/Hall driveway and the road does not need grading beyond that but does need dust abatement. The board agreed, in an effort to save the Association money, the above minimized work will be done on those roads.
Jim Whipple will be coming out on 04.29.08 to start the well test on well #1 to see if it is a viable well. McHugh will also be out to do the excavating for the installation of the check valve.

Another leak has been discovered because the reservoir is emptying as fast as it is filling. Pete said he has an idea of where the leak is. It’s in the same general area of the other leaks but he thinks this time it might be in the old distribution line. 

The maintenance agreement with Jim Whipple has been completed and is to be signed on the 29th.

The Water Quality Monitoring Report passed for 2008. The 2007 report was not done. If  the lead and copper tests done and to the State Health Dept prior to June 1, 2008 it was Pete’s understanding that would then be in compliance with the state.  The Ground Water Susceptibility Survey was completed today and mailed.
In the next week or two, thinning will begin on VH13-Community Park-Pete said that funds were still available according to Judy Swank. 

CC&R Committee Update…

Paul said the A. of I. are complete. Jan asked that the CC&R’s and Bylaws be presented to the Board “redlined” for review. Paul said there is not enough time to “clean-up” the CC&R’s and Bylaws. There was discussion on getting the few items dealt with this year and take the time to re-do the CC&R’s and Bylaws by next years annual meeting.

Debra made a motion to allow membership to vote by mail, Paul 2nd-motion passed.

This years meeting is on June 14th. A letter, redlined A. of I. and ballot will go out to all members. On the ballot will be the ratification of the building deposit increase and length of time increase, accepting the changes of the A. of I. and names on the ballot for the voting of board members. 
Paul made a motion that the Bylaws be amended to allow officers to be selected by the Board. Term to be 2 years with ½ the boards term following even years and ½ odd years. Debra 2nd-motion passed.  

With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:02pm.
