Minutes of the board meeting, Oct. 11, 2007

Call to order at 5:01 PM at PUD office

Directors Present: Jan Erickson, Dave Christensen, Ron Perrow, Paul Smith.  Arriving late: Debra Hoffman and John Price.

Absent: Carol Johnson

Minutes of previous meeting were not read as all members had read them as an email in advance. corrections/additions:

The reference to the 15 mph speed limit in the Cottonwood and Green Meadows divisions was approved by a unanimous vote of the board.  Motion by Debra Hofmann, second by Paul Smith.

The minutes were approved with the correction.

Water update:

The delay in getting the chlorination system installed is caused by McHugh Excavation, who has not dug the needed hole as requested. Dick Garing is still following up.  It was suggested that we get a different excavator.
Jan asked Ron Perrow the status of removing his home from our water system.  He reported difficulties in arranging for the cost of the final work and GUARANTEED that it would be done by June of 2008.

Property Manager report – given by Jan:

Jan, Dick and Pete met last week to discuss the water master job.  Pete is considering taking it on and would continue as property manager.  Jan passed out a job description for the Water Manager (attached) that Pete will review.  The new system will not require daily monitoring.

Water Meter requirement discussion:

Dave brought up his differing opinion on having to pay for the cost of excavation to install a meter.  Much discussion followed with no change in policy: the association will not pay any of the cost of installing meters or back flows.  It was said that there are 12 people that who need meters.

Paul asked what progress had been made since the last meeting when it was decided to research the cost of meters, hardware and excavation. Jan commented that nothing had been done.  More discussion followed, to try to pin down what was involved and cost estimates.  Excavation can range depending on difficulty of the site, a meter is about $250.  A specific type of meter box was suggested by Ron, but no price known yet.  Jan said she would follow up with Pete and Dick.
Discussion of ownership of property where the reservoir and well number one set:  Ron Perrow said that the PFT would quick claim deed the property for the reservoir to the WCPOA for $10.  He then said that the PFT would entertain an agreement whereby they would pay the cost of drilling a new well at site #1 and if productive, WCPOA would allow PFT to abandon well 2 and sell the 2/4 acre lot.  Much discussion followed, summarized by all other board members coming up with many reasons why that would not be in the best interest of the WCPOA to accept.  No motion, no change.  

Well number 1 was discussed.  It is not operating due to an electrical problem.  John Price moved, Ron seconded to authorize repair and start up of well #1.

Treasurers Report: Debra Hofmann reported that current assets are $41,924 .  Outstanding amounts owed total $875.
An amount of $530 owed by Howards is past due an a lien was placed for that amount.  Her report is attached.

More water issues:  Debra read a letter from the health dept. that said we need to add air vents at two locations in our water system by Oct 1st.  It has not been done.  Jan took letter to follow up with Dick Garing.

There was a inquiry from someone who plans to build in the Wolf Creek short plat area about the deposit required by the CCR’s.  discussion followed with no change or suggestion of change.

Paul asked each board member present who’s term expires in June if they intended to run for the board again, as he wanted to start talking to prospective members very soon.

Dave – unsure

Jan – will not run

Debra – will run

Ron – will probably not run.

Carol – not there.

There is a potential for up to four new positions next year.
Dave, John and Ron left the meeting – it had not been adjourned.
