BOARD MEETING
November 8, 2007

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 5:00pm at the Okanogan Electric Co-op.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Paul Smith, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer; Carol K Johnson, Secretary; Dave Christensen, Director; John Price, Director; and Pete Soderquist, Property/Water Manager.

The minutes from the October 11, 2007 meeting were read and approved.

Debra gave the Treasurer’s report…

$35,030.00 Total Income

$18,782.15 Total Expenses

$16,247.85 Net income

Invoices will be going out in January ’08 with the increase in maintenance fees to $350 per year. Increase was approved at the June 28, 2007 board meeting.

Water update…

McHugh had dug the hole for the chlorinating system which is scheduled to be installed on Wed Nov 14, 2007. The system was “shocked” today with chlorine and calls were made yesterday to inform owners. 
Pete said he has been in contact with 9 people at the Dept of Health regarding the chlorinating system keeping them informed as to when the system will be installed. Water testing will resume after the system is installed.

Costs for the system are approximately $1,500-$1,600 for equipment, $1,200-$1,400 for labor and parts and $1,500-$2,500 for a yearly maintenance agreement with Jim Whipple to maintain the equipment.
Pete said he is working on becoming a Certified Water Manager. John stated that Pete needs to be reimbursed for the cost of the classes, and traveling expenses since it is all out of town training and the Board all agreed.
A leak is being repaired at the Glick/Schreiner lot and they are installing a water meter at the same time. 
Calls need to be made from the phone tree on Monday Nov 12, 2007 to notify people that  the water will be shut off when they are installing the meter and that there will be another “shock” treatment to the system with chlorine,
Pete found a great deal on water meters and is verifying the size we need before purchasing.

We need to get pump #1 up and running to check to see if the well is good so we can start using it.

Pete said he had the OK from President Jan to go over the Property/Water manager position description.
Jan stated that some re-seeding will have to be done where the ground is being disturbed with the new excavation and asked Pete to also check along the loop road in Green Meadows from last years excavation.

Jan sent out a letter to all members of the Perrow Family Trust regarding the land under the reservoir and well #2, asking that they quit claim the land to the WCPOA for $10 each and that we pay all the previous years taxes on both parcels. There has been no response as of today.

CC&R Committee…

Jan opened discussion on “cleaning up” the Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws and CC&R’s. There needs to be a committee to go over all the documents including the Laws of Washington State Nonprofit Organization. The conflicts need to be identified and all document need to be consistent. Paul said Jacki has volunteered to go over all the docs and find the inconsistencies and red line the docs for the committee and Board to review. She should be able to start working on them after the first of the year. All changes need to be ratified at the General Membership Meeting in June, ’08.

A draft of a letter addressing the $1,000 deposit for new construction was reviewed and some language added for clarification. In brief…The deposit will be returned if all is completed within the 12 month timeframe.
1) The exterior of the house be complete
2) Any disturbed assoc road must be put back to original condition

3) Temporary living quarters be removed

4) Porta-potty removed

5) Construction debris removed 

6) House must look like plans that were submitted and approved
John made a motion to accept the letter, Dave 2nd, Paul abstained, none opposed, motion passed. Open discussion followed.
There was discussion regarding the December meeting. Deb made a motion that there be NO meeting in December, John 2nd, Paul opposed, motion passed. 
Dave left the meeting at 6:30 before the meeting was adjourned.

Website…

Paul thought the website was not being kept current and wanted to know if there was anyway to change how it was being done to correct the issue.
Jan didn’t think there was anything out of date and said she would look at the website and see if she could find any problem.

With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 6:40pm.
