BOARD MEETING

January 26, 2007

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 7:00pm at the Erickson home.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Doug Curtiss, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer; Carol K Johnson, Secretary; Ron Perrow, Director; Dave Christensen, Director; John Price, Director; Dick Garing; Water Manager and Pete Soderquist; Environmental Coordinator of the Methow Valley Ranger District.

The minutes were read and approved from the January 26, 2007 Meeting.

Debra gave the treasurers report-all approved-report is attached to minutes. $24,000 is in checking with $3,000.00 still outstanding from the special assessment. 2 property owners, Meader & Kirkley have had liens attached to their properties for non-payment.

Deb stated that $4,000.00 was spent on snow plowing this winter. Everyone was pleased with the plow job and price.

Ron asked that the lots that he and his family own be recounted. He was charged for 11 lots and he thinks the count should be 10. Carol will check the assessor records.

Ron made a proposal and a motion to the board that the properties that are in the family name but have the Association wells and/or reservoir be transferred into the WCPOA name for a fee of $10 plus transfer costs. Ron does not represent the entirety of the Perrow Family Trust and needs to get approval from all involved. If the Trust agrees, Ron will execute a quitclaim deed to transfer ownership. John 2nd, motion passed.

Water Update…Dick stated that we might not have to do the daily chlorination. Samples have been clean as of late. The specs for the water meters were discussed. Charlie Segale has suggested the one the use in Pine Forest which run approx $700-800. The majority of homes in our Assoc. have a different type of meter which has cost less in the past, approx $350. It was suggested that Dick look at both types of meters and make a decision on which to use. It was thought that sticking with the same type that we already have would be best for uniformity and cost. It was suggested that using the same contractor for the meter work could save some money and explanation.

John brought up the importance of the backflow preventors being installed with the water meters.

Dick also said the roof of the booster pump house at Sundance Lane needs to be re-insulated. 

The pump house at the creek has a pump that runs to supply water to Renee Perrow’s home and up to Ron Perrow’s home. There is also a 15,000 gal reservoir that could be used for fire prevention or some other need? We need to decide how to deal with Rene’s water when Ron drills his own well and that line is cut off.

All thought the letter that PF sends out to new owners regarding their water hook-up and requirements would be good to send out with some minor adjustment to the specs.

There needs to be a check of all properties to know if they have or have not a water meter with backflow preventor.

John asked how the Hydro-seeding was going. Dave said he had a call in to Steve Wilson.

Pete Soderquist was here to discuss fire management and give some insight to the grant process. He suggested that we wait to see what Judy Swank had to say about the situation before going any further. Jan said Judy was planning on coming out after the snow was gone.

Pete suggested that he could do a short presentation at the annual meeting to help owners understand the need for thinning for forest health and fire prevention.

Roads....it was thought that the main road into Green Meadows was in the worst condition. It needs to be graded, rolled, scarified and sealed. Ron and John said for the best results it should have gravel dropped on it now so it packs in, then do the work that was previously mentioned.

Dave will check with Bobby Lloyd about the work. Deb made a motion for Dave to get a bid on the job, Ron 2nd-passed.

Jan gave Dick info for applying for a grant for the water system.

House plans for review…where are the Grimstead plans? Nelson/Michelli plans in Cottonwood Meadows were approved by the Architectural Committee.   

With there being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:10pm.
