BOARD MEETING

January 5, 2007

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 5:08pm at the Erickson home.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Doug Curtiss, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer; Carol K Johnson, Secretary; John Price, Board Member.

The minutes were read and approved from the November 10, 2006 Meeting.

Debra gave the treasurers report-report is attached to minutes. Debra said the association had spent approximately-

*$12,400.00 from savings

*$22,600.00 from checking

*$6000.00 still outstanding

It was discussed why some property owners had still not paid the special assessment and that another notice needs to be sent out to those property owners. John suggested that a lien be put on the properties. Debra said she would investigate the lien process.

Plowing report...All were pleased with the new plow person. The rates are better as compared to last year. We only had Decembers bill but it looks like the rates are anywhere from 1/3 to ½ less than last year per plow.

Carol made a comment that when they came in to knock back the snow berm, the only did about ½ of Sundance Lane. Jan told her to call the plow person and let them know what should be done next time.

The maintenance fees were discussed for those who have their driveways access off of the county road. It was determined that the Grimstead, Wimberger, Meader, Batten and Eskeberg would pay only ½ of the maintenance fee.

Water update… The State Health Dept is requiring WCPOA to hire a water manager to monitor and maintain the water system. Doug will do this.

A large packet of information was received in the mail. Jan spoke with Tom Justis regarding a water manager, they want the position filled by Feb ‘07 and it was suggested that we ask for an extension for filling the position. 

Since the system is now servicing more homes, the system will now require the water manager and more testing. Back flow preventers which are also required by the State, need to be installed at each property that has an irrigation system at the owners expense. A letter will be sent to ALL property owners informing owners of this requirement and the requirement of a water meter to be installed no later than June ’07.

Charlie Segale from Pine Forest Water Management will fill in as a temporary manager @ $50 an hour and Doug as his apprentice, $20 an hour. Jan made a motion to accept, John 2nd, all approved.

Fish Screen…Jan received the contract from the state regarding the fish screen. John made a motion to accept, Jan 2nd, all approved.

Jan was looking into a grant for thinning the properties and community areas with trees. The thinning is only for fire management and a healthier forest. Carol said she would have her husband look at the paperwork and clarify some things in it for Jan.

John suggested a work party in the spring/summer for trimming back the trees and cleaning out the irrigation ditch.

Re-seeding the areas where the dedicated fill line was installed still needs to be completed. John made a motion that we look into hydro-seeding the areas, Doug 2nd, all approved. Jan will do this.

Debra brought up that she would like to adjust the billing cycle on the water bill so all are bill for the current year. John made a motion to change the cycle, Carol 2nd, all approved.

With there being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 6:15pm.
