WOLF CREEK PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION

BOARD MEETING

JUNE 16, 2006

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 6:20pm at the Erickson home.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Doug Curtiss, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer; Carol K Johnson, Secretary; Ron Perrow, Director; Dave Christensen, Director; John Price, Director.

The minutes were read from the May 9, 2006 meeting and not approved.

Ron started by saying he was going to use a tape recorder for the meeting and did so. He stated he had a problem with last meetings minutes and did not approve of the changes made to the CC&R’s/By-Laws without his right to discuss or approve of the changes.  He felt the board acted in out of line in a spiteful manor and wanted to know why it was done without him being there. He then stated that if the CC&R/Bylaws were not rescinded back to the original before the latest changes, that he would sue the board for misconduct. Jan told him that that was not the intent of the board, that she called him approx 5 minutes after the meeting started to remind him of the meeting. There was no answer so she left a message. The changes to the CC&R’s and By-Law were the first item on the agenda so we started without Ron. Ron arrived at the meeting approx 1 hour after it started.

Jan made a motion to rescind the CC&R changes at last meeting, open discussion and then revote on the issue. Ron seconded-motion passed.

Discussion began with Ron wanting to why the way the CC&R’s are written regarding votes for property owners south of Wolf Creek has come up as an issue as it has never been an issue before. It was said by several board members that they did not want those property owners(Perrow Family and Trust) to have so much power with the amount of votes they had which are: 1 vote per every 4 acres owned in addition to lots owned in Virginia Hills, Green Meadows and Cottonwood Meadows..

Ron stated that the reason he and his father wrote the CC&R’s up that way was in case the WCPOA was moving in the wrong direction, they could stop it.

Discussion continued about the properties north of Wolf Creek, in the annexed area, that the CC&R’s be revised to say that those properties cannot hook into the existing water system. Also, that the properties south of Wolf Creek, in the annexed area, be limited to only the existing domestic water hook-ups. Ron said that he will be drilling a private domestic well and will be disconnecting from the water system-no date given as to when the well is to be drilled. After further discussion, John made a motion that all properties south of Wolf Creek shall be removed from WCPOA. Debra seconded-motion passed. 

Next discussion was regarding weather the “developer” shall be included in the special assessment for the water system upgrade.

After further discussion it was agreed that the “developer” shall pay the assessment on the undeveloped/unsold lots that are owned by the “developer”. A minimum of 50% at time of billing to all property owners and the additional 50% with a charge of 8% interest, prior to but no later that the sale date of the parcel.

Ron made a motion to accept, John seconded-motion passed.

Maintenance fees were next on the agenda and were discussed in detail. Ron called for the question. Jan made a motion that all properties, including undeveloped lots owned by the “developer” pay the maintenance fee. Debra seconded, all others, nae-motion failed.

Water update…

The work has begun on the dedicated water line from the reservoir through John Price’s property to Green Meadows Rd.

John said we need to make sure that McHugh is putting thrust blocks under joints where they are called out in the model by F.L. Cooley. Also for safety and liability reasons, they should be using a “coffin box” in case there is a cave in.

Doug said there is a leak somewhere in the system. He has been going up in the middle of the night to check the level of the reservoir which had dropped approx 3ft from 11pm to 3.am 

When the trenching gets down to the area in front of the Olmstead’s they will check for a leak in that area. Keith Olmstead has been saying for a couple of years that he thinks there is a leak there as the road is wet.

Jan made a motion to pay Doug a fee of $1000.00 for his work as the water manager. John seconded-motion passed.

Rich Sadler asked to unconsolidated his 2 lots to build a new home. CC&R’s state that “no lot within Virginia Hills, Green Meadows or Cottonwood Meadows shall be further divided”. The board discussed it and will not grant another water connection. Carol stated the county regulation would not allow it as it would not meet the 5-acre minimum required.

Fish screen update…

It was thought David Johns would be here this week to replace the gasket so we can open on the ditch but he has not.

Ron brought up the issue of WCPOA paying for the repair on the fish screen when we do not own it. Dept. of Fish and Wildlife owns the screen.

Ron also brought up that the irrigation water is not owned by WCPOA. It is in the name of his father, Elvin H. Perrow and could be sold or transferred by the estate of Elvin H. Perrow. 

There was some discussion on it and it was decided that Terry Karro should look at the document.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:20pm.
