SPECIAL BOARD MEETING
August 6, 2007

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 5:45pm at the Erickson home.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Doug Curtiss, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer;  Carol K Johnson, Secretary; Ron Perrow, Director; Dave Christensen, Director; John Price, Director; also present were Paul Smith, Crystal Perrow, Dick White and Terry Karro; attorney for WCPOA.

Jan went over the letter to be sent out to all property owners regarding the special meeting to be held Sept 8, 2007.
Jan stated that the website should be up and running this week and that there will now be a scheduled meeting the 2nd Thursday @ 5pm of each month at the Okanogan Electric Co-op.

Crystal Perrow brought up the change to the By-laws(item 5) regarding the vote of officers and it was opened up for discussion. Crystal questioned why Terry Karro changed the length of the term that board members serve to a 2 year term and that she thought that it was done in a way that violated Wa. State Law”.

Terry Karro said that the owners could not vote by mail because it does not state that in the By-laws. The annual meeting would vote in the board. The proxy being sent out could ask for nominations for board members from the floor at the special meeting.

A suggestion from Terry was to either reduce the quorum or allow a vote by mail. Many HOA have a 30-33% required for a quorum. It was thought that a count of 43 votes would be a quorum; we would need 60% of the quorum to ratify. Terry also suggested a training session for any new board members.
Special board meeting must follow agenda.

Board meetings are open to all members of the HOA but can only listen. They may only speak if they are addressed.

Ron brought up the issue of the Perrow Family Trust (from here on to be referred to as the PFT) paying maintenance dues and it was opened up for discussion….Ron, speaking for the PFT said it was a mistake to charge them maintenance fees although he does understand the need for the charge for maintenance. But again, he feels that being the Developer he is not obligated to pay the fees as stated in the original By-laws and CC&R’s. Ron stated that the PFT might just have to charge a rental fee for the land the well and reservoir sit on. 

Ron stated that he would investigate if there is a $500 fee that the PFT is to pay to the Association for each lot sold that is still owned by the PFT.

John asked Ron about a rumor that he heard the Ron was going to fence of the wells and install cameras.

Chrystal Perrow said she didn’t know where that rumor got started. 
The board needed to have a closed meeting without Ron & Crystal Perrow present so they left at approximately 6:45pm.

With there being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8pm.
