WOLF CREEK PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION

BOARD MEETING

September 14, 2006

President Jan Erickson called the board meeting to order at 5:05pm at the Erickson home.

The following were present: Jan Erickson, President; Doug Curtiss, Vice President; Debra Hofmann, Treasurer; Carol K Johnson, Secretary; Ron Perrow, Director; Dave Christensen, Director; John Price, Director.

The minutes were read from both the June 16th  & July 27th, 2006 meetings.

The minutes from June 16th were found to have an error regarding the Special Assessment stating what amount the “developer” shall pay. Again it was discussed and clarified that 

the “developer” shall pay 50% of the assessment on all undeveloped/unsold lots still owned by the “developer”. If it is not paid by the due date on the bill, the “developer” shall pay 8% interest until the bill is paid in full. Should the “developer” sell one of those lots, the total amount owed shall be paid prior to or at closing. 

John made a motion to accept the minutes with the corrections to be made, Debra seconded motion. The motion passed with Ron abstaining from the vote.

The minutes from July 27th were approved.

Debra gave treasurers report – report is attached to minutes. She stated that she transferred $3,000.00 from the credit line account to checking because we spent all of our funds. The association has paid out approx $61,000.00 and taken in only $28,000.00

The bill from McHugh’s Excavating was $41,615.00.

John made a motion to accept the treasurer’s repot, Dave seconded.

Irrigation rights…

John stated that he had a document signed by Elvin Perrow regarding the irrigation rights to his property. That the rights are owned by the WCPOA. Ron stated that the certificate is in his father’s name-Elvin Perrow. 

There was much discussion on the certificate and the rights of the water. Ron said that the original water right is from 1898 which included a larger area than what is know known as Green Meadows, Virginia Hills and Cottonwood Meadows. In the mid 1970’s, 6/10ths of that original water right went to Green Meadows, Virginia Hills and Cottonwood Meadows.

The water right is for .86 cubic feet per second for a 3 parcels that are or have been owned by the Perrow’s. 

Ron said he would like to transfer the un-used water right that is designated for Cottonwood Meadows and use it on the land south of Wolf Creek instead of losing those rights if there is enough water.

At this time it is not known if this is even possible.

Jan asked that John and Ron give her copies of all documents pertaining to the irrigation so she can get them to Terry Karro for review.

Assessment costs to the “developer”…

Ron had concerns about the board voting and changing the by-laws requiring the “developer” to pay any amount for the water upgrade. John brought up the fact that Ron voted for the change in the June 16th board meeting. Ron agreed that he did vote for it. He explained that there was an issue with the board changing what we had voted on. After further discussion it was determined that the issue was the mistake in the June 16th minutes regarding what the “developer” would pay. That correction is stated at the beginning of this meetings minutes and as follows.

A motion was made by John that the “developer” shall pay 50% of the assessment on all undeveloped/unsold lots still owned by the “developer”. If it is not paid by the due date on the bill, the “developer” shall pay 8% interest until the bill is paid in full. Should the “developer” sell one of those lots, the total amount owed shall be paid prior to or at closing. Dave seconded the motion-passed.

Assessment for water upgrade…

Doug said that we still need a new deep well pump and possibly new telemetry to complete this phase of the water upgrade. It was discussed that the pump would need to be installed prior to next summer before it gets hot. It was determined that a special assessment of $500.00 to each property owner would cover the completed phase of the work and the new pump to be installed next year. Each bill will have a due date of October 1, 2006. The “developer” shall pay 50% of this assessment as previously stated.

Dave made a motion to accept, John seconded-motion passed.

Road condition…

Carol said she thought that the work by McHugh’s was sub-par. John said that they should have put down some fines as a binder to hold the road together and thought it might take approx 15 loads. Then it would need to be graded and possibly rolled. No final decision was made on the matter.

Snowplowing…

Finding a new plow person was discussed because of the cost from last year. Dave said he has not had any luck in locating anyone who could do the job. Jan said that she spoke to Chuck Szafas about the job but he needs a new truck. He offered a deal that if WCPOA would pay for ½ of the new truck, he would not charge us for plowing till the amount is paid back to WCPOA by way of his plowing. None of the members were interested in such a offer. Carol said she would call a couple of people who might be interested in the job and would give the information to Dave.

Jan suggested one way to cut the cost of plowing is to have only one-way traffic on the loop roads within the association. It was discussed and many thought it was a good idea and a possibility.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 6:40pm.
