Water Update…

We are asking all WCPOA members to please conserve water. You might have noticed a drop in water pressure the last couple of weeks. We are experiencing a water shortage due to what we believe may be another leak in the system. The location and extent of the leak still needs to be determined. 

There was one small leak found in the stand pipe at the Soderquist/Hofmann home in Cottonwood Meadows. That leak will be repaired on Wednesday. They will install the water meter and backflow preventer when the repair is done.

Because of this leak in the standpipe, the Water Manager has asked that all members that are connected to the water supply check their standpipe on their property.

The standpipe is typically a white pvc 4" or bigger diameter, that sticks up
out of the ground, and provides access to a valve that's 5 or 6 feet
underground.  The standpipe usually is near the road, and should have a pvc
cap on it.  The cap can be on pretty tight, and may need some upward tapping
on the lip to get it off.  The inside of the standpipe will often have a
wire sticking up through a wad of insulation.  Once the cap is off, pull the
wire, the insulation should follow, and shine a light down the hole to see
if there's water in the pipe.  It might be dewey in the pipe, but there
shouldn't be standing or running water.  When done, put everything back the
way it was found.  Report any suspicious water to the Pete Soderquist; Property/Water Manager.
