December 6, 2007

Five water samples were taken last week and all passed.  

The chlorination system was installed Wednesday, December 5. The system is up and running which automatically puts chlorine into the system.

As stated by Mark Steward for Washington State Health Department”

“To get off the boil water advisory you’ll need good free chlorine residual throughout the distribution system.  We recommend free residuals in the 0.3ppm to 0.5ppm range within your distribution system.”  Once you have free chlorine residuals in this range, collect five coliform samples throughout the system.  Please be sure to note the level of free coliform sample slips.  This is something you’ll want to do every time you collect a coliform sample since Wolf Creek is now a chlorinated system.  If all five of these samples are satisfactory, we’ll check with Okanogan Country Health District, then most likely lift the advisory.”

Pete, our property manager along with Jim Whipple the well man to get a new pump on our second well, and get it up and running.  A leak was found and fixed in Cottonwood Meadows last week.
